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Falling Leaves

Leaves change color
in the fall as days get
shorter and cooler,
causing the green chlorophyll pigment to break down, re-
vealing the underlying yellow and orange pigments that are
always present in the leaf. Some trees produce red and
purple pigments. The exact colors that appear depend on
the specific tree's pigments and environmental factors like
temperature and sunlight.
